When 
they have memorized the Pledge of Alle-
giance, each kindergartener will receive his 
or her own flag on a stand to take home and 
keep. 

The chapter is also providing us with a flag 
code poster showing proper display of the 
flag and a book entitled Our Flag containing 
facts and pictures of the USA.   

The pledge, first published in 1892 in the 
Youth Companion Magazine in Boston to 
commemorate the 400th anniversary of the 
discovery of America, and was first used in 
public schools to celebrate Columbus Day 
on October 12, 1892.  The original version 
read “my flag” instead of the flag of the 

United States.  DAR 
members urged Con-
gress to add “under 
God” and a congres-
sional act was passed 
6/14/54 by President 
Eisenhower.  DAR is the oldest MI Chapter 
of the National Society Daughters of the 
American Revolution.
