KEEP UP THE GOOD WORK!

What should you do if
your child is being bullied?

* Guide her in handling the
bullying situations. Tell her to
walk away, and avoid or
ignore the children who tease
her. Suggest she stand near an
adult when possible.

* Help her build new relation-
ships. Find activities for her—
outside of schocl—where she
can meet new friends. Invite
new friends over after school.

* If possible, volunteer for
school activities such as play-
ground patrol or field trip
chaperone.

* Discuss the bullying problem
with your child’s teacher.

* Don’t confront the bully or
the bully's family yourself.
