Dear Poupard Parent of a Third, Fourth, or Fifth Grade Student, PPS
As most of you are likely well aware, it is almost time to begin the MEAP

(Michigan Educational Assessment Program) tests. The State of Michigan GROSSE POINTE
requires all elementary public school students in grades three through five  PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM g
participate in the MEAP in order to comply with the rules of No Child Left Behind, Adequate Yearly
Progress, and Education Yes. Students are assessed in the academic areas of Reading, Writing,
and Math. Fifth graders are also assessed in Science.

In previous years, schools had the flexibility to design a testing schedule that worked best for their
building. This year the State has created the schedule so all schools state-wide will be giving the
same test on the same day in order to help ensure consistency and security of the tests.

Times: There will be an AM and a PM testing session each day due to multiple parts to each test.

All testing must be completed by Thursday, October 30.

Although these testing situations can be stressful for some students, this is also an opportunity for our
students to really shine and to demonstrate their current levels of understanding in these core subject
areas. We are asking parents to be especially alert to your child’s needs for getting plenty of rest,
eating a good breakfast each morning, and being in school and on time on the testing days. We want
our students to be at their best and to represent themselves as favorably as possible on these tests.

It is important for them to realize the significance of trying their very hardest on each and every part of
the tests. In addition, our school is judged by the State of Michigan primarily on how well our
students perform on the MEAP tests, as well as on a few other factors. Thank you for your help and
support during this time. Please continue to encourage your child each day. We will be proud of
each and every student who puts forth his or her be st efforts!

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Paired reading involves: reading TO your child
reading WITH your child
reading BY your child

1. Have your child select a book from home or library which is at her
reading level or slightly above.
2. Sitin a comfortable place where you can both see t he book easily.

3. Read the story TO your child this first time so he  can enjoy and absorb the
language as well as the pictures of the story. If desired, track (point just
below the words as you read.)

4. The second time, you and your child read aloud toge ther. Pace your
reading to the child’s speed.

5. Decide on who will point to each word. Encourage y our child to do the
pointing, making sure she is not covering up the wo rd while pointing.

6. Decide on a quiet signal to be used by the child wh en he feels he is

ready to read alone.

7. If your child makes an error or pauses for more tha n 5 seconds on a word,
WAIT for your child to try to read the  word, then say the word correctly,
being sure your child repeats the word correctly wh ile pointing to it.

8. Continue reading together until your child signals to read alone. Praise
your child for signaling.

9. Continue paired reading for at least 5 minutes. Gr adually increase the
time to 15 minutes if your child chooses to do so.

This is an effective reading strategy is because ch ildren experience a word 4
ways:

h VISUAL — they see the word
AUDITORY - they hear the adult say the word
ORAL - they say the word
KINESTHETIC (motion) — they point to the word
