Cardiac Emergency Response Protocol (Attachment B) *

Sudden Cardiac Arrest (SCA) events can vary greatly. All faculty, staff & Emergency Response Team
members must prepare for duties. Early action is crucial to successfully treating SCA! Know the signs of
SCA. In the event a person (student, staff, or visitor) collapses, perform the steps listed below.
(Remember: Do not move the person unless the scene is unsafe.

STAFE
Signs of Sudden Cardiac Arrest (SCA)
e Confirm the scene is safe - Person is unresponsive,
e Do not move the victim unless the scene is unsafe not moving
e ALERT- “We have a cardiac emergency (location) Bring = Not breathing or not

® Activate Emergency Response Team
e Confirm Emergency Response Team has responded
e Confirm 911 has been called, if not CALL911
e Contact administration building
® Assign a staff member to direct EMS to scene
e Copy victim’s emergency card for EMS
e Consider the need to delay class change, recess, or dismissal
e Notify the emergency contact
e Designate people to cover the responders’ responsibilities
e Notify staff when students can return to their regular schedule
