Joining a Group Conversation
Together we have learned: 

· How to join a conversation in progress.
· Group conversations often involve many topics being discussed at the same time. 

You can help your child practice at home by: 

· Encouraging your child to join group conversations at family functions and other social events.

e.g., “I see your cousins Jake, Patty and Brian over there talking together.  Why don’t you walk on over and join their conversation?”; “It looks like the boys on the team are having a discussion under the tree.  I bet they are talking about the game, why don’t you join them?”
· Commenting when you notice your child properly join a group conversation.
e.g., “Paul, it was nice how you greeted Sara and Luke when you joined in on their conversation.”; “Andrew, I heard you talking with the other students at the school dance.  Sounded like all the boys were interested in video games too.”
