Keeping a Conversation Going

Together we have learned and practiced:
· Using good eye contact and body language during conversation.

· Saying one or two sentences at a time.

· Listening to what the other person is saying.

· Responding with a statement, question or comment that is on topic.

· Avoiding conversation stoppers like one-word answers.

· Taking turns talking.

You can help your child practice at home by:
· Greeting your child each evening and asking them to tell you one thing that happened to them that day.  Sharing something that happened to you and seeing how long you both can keep the conversation going.

· Suggesting possible conversation topics to your child right before peer or family social events.

· Reminding your child to face you, use good eye contact and stay on topic when you have conversation at home.  

· Asking your child what “ping-pong” has to do with conversation.
