Together we have learned and practiced:
· Using a proper greeting before starting a conversation.

· Using correct body language and eye contact during conversation.

· Discussing something you have in common with another student.

You can help your child practice at home by:
· Asking your child to tell you one fun thing that happened at school each day.

· Reminding your child to stand approximately one arm’s-length away and use good eye contact during conversation with you.

· Suggesting conversational topics that people have in common.
e.g.,
 “It’s fun to talk about sports with Grandpa.  You both really enjoy basketball.”

“I bet your cousin would like to talk with you about your new video game.  She really enjoys them also.”

“I think Jason from down the street also enjoys drawing cartoons.  Maybe you could ask him what his favorite drawing is.”
